Who is he?

Objective: 
Teach the sentence pattern, “I don’t know why he’s late.”
Text:

Sunshine 3.  Program 2-3.  page 18.

Time: 

10-20 minutes
Materials: 
Pictures

Procedure: 
 

1. Students form lunch groups.  

2. Show the first group a picture of a person and ask, “Who is he/she?”
3. The group has thirty seconds to guess or say, “I don’t know who he/she is.”
4. If they guess correctly they get 100 points.

5. If they correctly say “I don’t know who he/she is,” they get 50 points.

6. If they run out of time, say “I don’t know who he/she is,” or guess incorrectly, the next group gets a chance.  

Notes: 

-Depending on time and the level of the students you can use other question forms such as “What is this? What is she doing?”  

-Pictures are not essential.  The questions could also refer to objects from your home country to introduce a cultural element.  You could also ask simple questions about yourself to make the activity more personal.  For example “What’s my favorite food?”
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
