Materials: I call my cat “Kitty chan” worksheet (front/back), A4 size photos/flashcards (see Warm-up 1)
Plan: (After introducing the grammar point from the textbook)
Warm-up 1 

· Bring A4 size photos of Matsui, Saito Yuki, your kocho sensei, and Kimutaku

and eight A4 size flashcards saying:

(one color): Hideki Matsui, Yuki Saito, your kocho sensei’s name, Kimura Takuya 

(another color): “Godzilla”, “Handkerchief Prince” (ハンカチ王子), “Kocho sensei”, “Kimutaku”
· Put the four photos on the board and number them 1-4.
Underneath (and to the left), write: “He is…” 
· Hold up the name cards (the proper names) one by one and have students tell you the correct number.  Place the correct names under each photo.
· Underneath , write: “(but) we call him…”
· Hold up the nickname cards one by one and have students tell the correct number.  Place them under the appropriate photos.
· Afterwards, have the students read the sentences: “He is ~, but we call him ~.”
Communicative Activity 

“I call my cat ‘Kitty chan’.”
· Review/re-introduce the grammar point in the first dialogue box and practice the dialogue.
*(Warm-up 2) 

Introduce the theme of what your family calls you.

Create your own variation of the following:  I introduced the nicknames for my brother, sister, and I and the sentence “My family calls me/him/her ~” in the same manner as Warm-up 1 (using photos, writing “S/he is (name).” then teaching the nicknames and their meanings: in my case, “babes”, “sis”, and “brothy” AKA baby, sister, and brother.)

You could use nicknames your family or friends call you or ones you call them.  As an alternative, you could use made-up characters or introduce common English nicknames (such as Bill for William, Bob for Robert, Jen/Jenny for Jennifer, etc.) or your own/common pet names (This is my dog.  My family calls him Spot.)

· Students write their nickname (or whatever their family calls them) on the line in the dialogue box.
· Students interview 13 friends about what their families call them, using the dialogue

· Students write 6 sentences (could be extended if there is more time or to encourage students to interview more friends) on the back according to the examples.  You may have to give them hints/pointers on correctly adjusting the “my/me/I am” in the examples to the 3rd person.
