A simple game that can either be used to introduce the language in Sunshine 1 or as a warm up for elementary school. First drill the phrase ‘Is this you hand?’ repeatedly then the ‘Yes it is’ and ‘No it isn’t’ answers. Make sure the students understand the meaning of the phrase by give examples with the chalk, teacher or whatever. 
Then give the students a piece of paper and ask them to draw an outline of their hand. Somewhere within the outline then should have a small and unique mark so that they are able to recognize the hand as their own. Obviously they shouldn’t sign it.

Collect all the hands and redistribute them randomly. The students then have to go around asking each other, ‘Is this your hand?’ to find the right owner of the hand. When students have recovered their own hand they go to the teacher who will check that the real hand fits the outline and sign it as proof. Once they have found their own hand and given away the outline they first had they have finished and can sit down. [image: image1.png]
