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These worksheets were used as a year-end review and were a little challenging for the students.  Higher-level students were able to adjust to the changing grammar points but the lower-level students had some trouble.  I added the Japanese to help aid the students in choosing the right question format of either “Can you ~~?” or “Do you like ~~?”
I gave half the students the upper worksheet and the other half the lower worksheet to give the students a wider range of practice.
