Chutes N’ Ladders

MATERIALS NEEDED:

Game board

One die

One game piece/marker for each student

HOW TO PLAY

Make groups of three to six students giving each group one die.  

Students roll the die with the highest number going first.  

As students move their game piece they say aloud the number they are crossing and landing on.

When students land at the base of the ladder, they climb upwards.  When students land at the top of the ladder, they go down. 

Students only go down on the slides.

First person to 100 wins.

NOTES
This Chutes N’ Ladders Game was made primarily for a numbers review lesson.  I added various clipart of vocabulary that my students had previously studied.  You can make a rule that whenever students pass an icon they have to shout out that word.  Or, while the ALT is monitoring the game he can call time and ask, “Where is the turtle?” and students search the game board and call out the appropriate answer, “It’s on number 85!”
I would set aside at least fifteen minutes for this game.

This was made to be printed on A3 size paper.  Personally, I printed six copies and laminated them.  At the 100 Yen shop I bought one box of colored paper clips and a box of six dice.

I hope this is useful and that you enjoy.
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
