Put the students into groups of four people each.  I also rotated groups to come to the board and use the large flashcards.  The ALT reads the sentences and the students arrange the karuta cards into the corresponding order.  The ALT and HRT check the answers.
I used names that none of my students had so as not to embarrass anyone.  You may want to check with the homeroom teacher before printiing these karuta cards.  

The sentences are below.

Example:

Hideo is slower than Taro.

Miho is faster than Hideo.

Taro is slower than Miho.

Aya is faster than Miho.

Who is the fastest?  Who is the slowest?
Aya is younger than Taro.

Taro is older than Hideo.

Hideo is younger than Aya.

Miho is younger than Hideo.

Who is the oldest?  Who is the youngest?

Miho is stronger than Taro.

Taro is weaker than Hideo.

Hideo is stronger than Miho.

Hideo is weaker than Aya.

Who is the strongest?  Who is the weakest?

Hideo is fatter than Aya.

Miho is thinner than Hideo.

Aya is fatter than Miho.

Taro is thinner than Miho.

Who is the fattest?  Who is the thinnest?

Aya is prettier than Taro.

Hideo is uglier than Aya.

Taro is uglier than Hideo.

Miho is prettier than Aya.

Who is the prettiest?  Who is the ugliest?

Taro is taller than Aya.

Hideo is taller than Aya.

Miho is shorter than Aya.

Hideo is shorter than Taro.

Who is the tallest?  Who is the shortest?
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
