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This worksheet worked well with reviewing Food and Days.  The students had to circle the day of the week and the food, and then draw a line connecting the two (or three).  The students had colored pencils.  Each student would pick a colored pencil of their choice to start and would choose a different color for each sentence.  I would prompt the students by yelling, “Change colors!”  The sentences I used are below.

On Sunday I drink coffee and eat fries.
On Friday I eat candy and drink green tea.
On Tuesday I drink black tea and eat bread.
On Thursday I eat fish and dink milk.
On Saturday I drink water eat eggs.
On Wednesday I eat rice and seaweed.
On Monday I eat beans and shrimp.
