Halloween and expressions 
Grade 1 & 2 class


Materials – Nose, eyes and ear sheets (see attached), 1 ghost outline sheet for 4-8 students,  pencils, scissors, glue, magnets, blackboard and chalk.  

1.
Introduction

2.
Sing `Heads, shoulders` song To get kids ready for face features of ghosts. 
3..
Play `Spot the Difference`- 

1.
Draw outline of a ghost on the blackboard, with eyes, nose, and mouth. 

2.
Ask HT or AT to `Turn around`. Then, `Close your eyes`. 

3.
Change one feature of the ghost, ie add an eye. Have students be quiet.

4.
Tell AT/HT `Trick or treat…..whats new?`. AT/HT opens eyes, turns around. AT/HT says `Eyes`


Repeat, with children turning around and closing their eyes. Repeat a few times, changing eyes, nose, mouth, etc. 
4.
Make a crazy ghost face. 


1
Now, show the students the ghost outline paper. Give it to the AT. 

2.
AT comes up to ALT. ALT says `Eyes, nose or mouth? AT - `Eyes` eg.

3.
ALT - `1, 2 or 3?`. AT chooses how many., eg `2`. Then, ALT - ` which one? Shows choices to class. Class chooses which eyes.

4.
AT cuts out feature and sticks it on ghost paper.

5.
Hand out ghost sheets to groups of students – 1 page per lunch group or 1 for 8 students. 

6. 
Each group has one student come up to ALT and get a feature. Groups can stick many noses, eyes and mouths on each page. 

7. 
When students are finished, have a parade of all the different ghosts, if there is time. 

If there are many students, have ALT and AT or HT have collections of ghost features at same time.
