This is a conversation activity for 1st grade students doing Sunshine 1 Program 1-2. It could be used as a warm-up activity for the verb “to be” or as a review for the same grammar point. 
Students choose a character on the worksheet. They partner up, and then try to find out who their partner is by asking “Are you…” to which their partner answers “Yes, I am” or no I’m not.” o means yes and x means no. The winner is the first person to guess who the other person is.

Students should do paper, scissors, rock to decide who goes first. From there they take turns asking each other until they discover who their partner is. Students can not change characters mid way through a conversation (for obvious reasons), but they can once the conversation is over. 
Have students keep count of how many times they win and lose, and declare a class champion at the end of the activity. For a twist the champion could be the person who lost the most times (Don’t tell them this until the end of the activity, though)
At the end of the activity, after the champion has been found, have the students write questions and statements related to the conversation.
