Material:
One copy of info card for each student. (PAGE B)

Procedure:

ALT Introduction (10min)

Warm up (10 min):  Have students make a line/circle/whatever shape so long as they are in alphabetical order by name.  ALT and JTE check the order.  This is a good way to greet each student and shake hands. *1

Name cards (15 min): *2 Students fill out information cards. For template see PAGE B.

‘Teacher says’ (15 min):  The classic ‘Simon says’ game is used to practice common classroom commands. *3

Notes: *1 Be sure to specify first name, this gets students thinking about using their first name for introductions.  It may help to write the alphabet on board.  The same can be done with birthdays.

*2 Allow students to practice writing their names, on the chalkboard is a great way for students to practice without fear of mistakes.  I don’t use these as name cards, which are often lost, damaged or traded.  Instead, I put them on a ring and refer to it in class to call out students’ names, at first randomly and eventually purposefully.

*3 Before playing the game JTE and ALT must introduce and review new vocabulary to students.
