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Objective:
Using “I am” in a self-introductory manner.

Time:

20-30 (or more, optional) 
Material:
Paper for name cards.
Procedure:

Warm up (5 min):  ‘Teacher says’
Outline:

I. Introduce Grammar point using JTE-ALT dialogue.

II. Have students make name cards.
Procedure:  Before class, cut as many pieces of paper as you’ll need for the students to make name cards.  The more rigid paper should work better since it will allow for increased durability.  Bring an example of an ideal name tag and tell the students that when everyone is finished you can vote for the class favorite.  When everyone has completed his/her card, have them introduce themselves in accordance with the grammar point.  Vote on the favorite and award a prize if you so desire.

Note:  It is important to keep in mind that this lesson may represent some students’ first (formal) exposure to the English language.  Moreover, from my limited experience I have found that English abilities vary tremendously at this general age level.  As a result of this, I have tried to design an activity that is painless, “fun”, and engages the advanced students’ creativity while not being too difficult as to frustrate students with lower ability levels.
