Objective: introducing ‘you are/ are you’ communicatively within a cultural ‘context’
Sentence: you’re from Canada


 Are you from Japan?


 Yes, I am/ No, I’m not.

Text: Sunshine 1, p. 16-17

Time: 20 min.

Procedure:

You’ll first want to go over the target sentence so the students understand what’s happening. The most obvious was to do this is have some dialogue with your JTE that clearly incorporates the target sentences (s).

For example:

JTE: Hi, I’m JTE-sensei. I’m from Japan

ALT: Hi, I’M ALT-sensei. I’m from America

After handing out the worksheets, review the name of the various countries used in the worksheet. This probably important seeing that some countries’ names are totally different in English and Japanese. Now designate each student a nationality by handing out the slips of paper. Make it clear that they should keep their nationality a secret.

Each student goes around and asks other students ‘Are you from (country)?’ and the other replies ‘Yes, I am’ or ‘No, I’m not’. If the answer is yes, have the respondent sign their name in the appropriate spot on the worksheet. When time is up, find out who has the most signatures.

Note: If you wan the game to go faster you can get the students who answer ‘No, I’m not’ to then say what their nationality in fact is, e.g. ‘Are you from England?’, ‘No, I’m not. I’m from China’.
