Material:
One copy of the world worksheet for each student. (refer to PAGE D)
One person card for each student (make person cards giving their name and where they are from).
Procedure:

Warm up (5 min):  ‘Teacher says’, review of previous commands and teach new nouns.  Touch the [desk].

1.  Role play:  JTE and ALT

2.  Practice dialogue and pronunciation of new vocabulary with students.

Hand one worksheet out to each student.   (PAGE D)

Give each student a person card.  This is the person they are to be during the activity.  

      c.    The object is to fill in the missing information, name and country.

      d.    Students make pairs.  Paper, rock, scissors.  Winner asks questions.

      e.    Change partners and repeat dialogue.

      f.     Students sit down when finished. 

Notes:
* If time permits or if some classes finish faster you can play ‘where in the world is this word from?’  You can either do a role play or ALT can say new words.  Try to say words in a context so that the students can understand the meaning.  Students try to guess what country the word is from.  Examples: Howdy, mate, brekky,  (soda) pop.

*There is a vocabulary list attached.  I find it helpful to give the students lists of new vocabulary prior to introducing it.  This allows them to follow along and fill in the Japanese translation.
