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Objective:  To familiarize the students with the question structure, “Is that~~?”
Text:   Sunshine 1, Program 2-1, pp.21
Time:   30mins
Materials:   Ten numbered sheets of paper with small pictures of nouns studied affixed to the back of the sheet. Worksheets for the students to record their answers on.  cellotape.
Procedure:

1. First, practice the names of the nouns you are going to use during the activity.
2. ALT/JTE sticks the ten numbered sheets around the classroom using cellotape.
3. Students form pairs, and play janken.
4. The winner points to a numbered piece of paper located around the room and asks his/her partner, “Is that a ~?”.
5. The partner must go to the piece of paper, and check what picture is on the reverse side.
6. If the original student’s guess was correct, the student will come back and answer, “Yes, it is.” If the original guess is wrong, the student will answer, “No, it isn’t.” “It’s a ~”>
7. The students take turns asking and should write the correct number next to the corresponding picture on the worksheet.  

Notes:  On a worksheet stick 10 nouns in either picture or word form. Hopefully the students will already have studied this vocabulary.  When sticking the ten sheets of paper around the classroom, try to spread them out.  This is to prevent confusion when the students point to a particular numbered sheet.
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
