She’s From Outer Space
Objective: to reinforce the ‘this is~’ grammar point from program one. To practice the contractions ‘She’s’ and ‘he’s’.

Text: Sunshine 1 program 2-2, p. 22-23

Time: 30 min.

Materials: paper

Procedure:

Think of a character and draw it on the board. Alternatively you could draw your character on a large sheet of paper prior to the lesson.

Give the character a name and decide where it is from.

Introduce your character to the students.

The students then think of their own character and draw it on a piece of paper.

Students form pairs and practice introducing their characters.

A number of students are selected to introduce their character to the rest of the class.

Notes: vary the activity by dividing the students into groups and have each member draw a part of the character. This can also be done secretly by folding the piece of paper over. For example, one student draws the head and folds the paper. The next student draws the torso and so on. I try to encourage the students to give more information about the character other than just nationality. For example, likes/dislikes, special abilities etc.
