This English website provides pictures of popular cartoon characters (everything fro Hello kitty and Pokemon to Winnie the Pooh and Spiderman).

Part 1:  Speaking Exercise-Introducing famous people/characters


After printing approximately 20 pictures from the above websites (with enough copies so that each student in the class can have one picture), write two sentences on each picture using the key sentences.  For example, on the picture of Chibi Maruko Chan, write:


“This is Chibi Maruko Chan.

        ___________from Shimizu.”
       (She’s/He’s)


Next, choose several pictures to be examples for the class.  You may want to begin by reviewing the grammar point from 2-1. Have the students guess who each person/character is using the vocabulary, “Is that~?”.  Once you have established the identity of each person, instruct the students to choose which pronoun/contraction to use to complete the second sentence.  Fill in the blank on a large copy in front of the class.  Next, distribute a picture to each student and instruct the class to fill in their own blanks according to the pictures they receive.  Then have them introduce their pictures to their classmates.  They can use the following dialogue:

A:  Hello.  This is_____.  She’s/He’s from ______.


B:  Hello.  This is_____.  She’s/He’s from ______.
Challenge the students to introduce their person/character to as many people as possible in 5 minutes.

Part 2:  Writing exercise-Worksheet

As a follow-up to the speaking practice, copy and distribute the attached worksheet.  Direct the students to fill in the blanks using the name next to the picture and the words directly below each blank. Again, the students must choose which pronoun^-contraction to use.  My JTE recommended that I use first names to familiarize students with the Western practice of using first names.  So, in case you don’t know the people on the worksheet, here are their full names:

2) Matsui Hideki-baseball player
