Sunshine 1: Program 4-2

Target Grammar: “Don’t speak Japanese.”

This game is just a variation of the gesture game that many ALTs use to teach present progressive.  For this game, the ALT performs an action in front of the room.  The students must tell the ALT not to do what they are doing using the negative command form.  For example, if the ALT is speaking Japanese, the students must say “Don’t speak Japanese!”  If the ALT is pretending to play soccer, the students must say “Don’t play soccer!”  For this game, each line of desks is a team.  The students in each row will be competing with each other (first row students play in round 1, second row students play in round 2, etc.).

Possible verb (verb phrases) to use: speak (English/Japanese), play (sports/piano/violin), study (English/Japanese etc.), sit, stand, touch, eat (hamburger etc.) stand up.
