Whose nose is this?

Ginger Vertican

Objective: to introduce the grammar point ‘Whose is this?’ while continuing to practice the previous lesson’s ‘It’s             ’s’ possessive case.

Sentence: Whose is this? It’s Snoopy’s.

Text: Sunshine 1, pp56-57

Time: 30-45 mins

Materials: Enlarged copies of bits and pieces of recognizable body parts etc, of famous characters or people off the internet or from sheet E or F.
Summary: ALT or JTE will hold up obscure bits of famous characters and ask ‘Whose is this?’ Students will guess through competition whose ‘hand’ or ‘nose’ etc it is by answering ‘It’s                      ‘s.’
Procedure:

1 – Warm Up

Review briefly the previous lesson, ‘It’s Yuki’s’ by pointing to various things and actually asking the new grammar question ‘Whose is this?’
2 – Divide class into teams

If you have six rows of students let them each be a team. His has worked better for me than lunch groups. The first person in each row competes against the first person in the other rows. The second competes against the second and so on.

3 – Guess ‘Whose it is’
One row of students across the room stands to answer. Hold up various pictures, for example, Snoopy’s nose, and ask ‘Whose is this?’ The first student to raise their hand gets to answer first. They must answer using the correct grammar: It’s                xxxxxxxxxx‘s.

4 – Points

You can award two points if they get it correct. Or one point for the second person with their hand raised. Keep playing until you are out of students or pictures to guess. Tally the points for the winners.

5 – Review

After you are finished run through each of the pictures again asking the class as a whole ‘Whose is this?’ It’s a good closure activity to cement the lesson. The following worksheet contains some pictures that you can enlarge on your photocopier and cut out the pieces you want to use, although if you know who your students like you can take pictures off the internet of those people.
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
