Sunshine 1 Program 9-3 (p. 72 – 73)
Objective: To teach “Where ~?” questions.

Example Sentence: “Where’s your passport?” “It’s in my pocket.”

Time: 20 – 25 minutes.

Materials: Worksheets A & B for each pair, optional worksheet (for sentence writing) for each student.

Summary: Students will work in pairs to complete a worksheet asking “Where is ~?” questions.
Procedure: Introduce the sentences, “Where is ~?” “It’s in ~”, with the JTE. For example, “I can’t find my lucky pen! Where is my pen?” JTE: “It’s in your pocket, idiot!” Get students familiar with the structure.


The activity is a simple information-gap pair work activity. In the text, students encounter “I went to Santa’s village last summer”, “Where is it?”, “It’s in Finland.” Keeping with the ‘somewhere in the world’ theme, this activity has students in pairs asking each other where certain anime characters are in the world. When they find out where a character is, they draw him/her on the map (pair worksheets A & B).

*Preview all the country and character names with the students before starting the pair work.* Then begin the activity by getting the students to ask you, “Where is Doraemon?” Only you know. You then answer by choosing any country, and getting students to draw Doraemon on the map (very kid can draw Doraemon).

Once they finish, you could have students write out any three questions and answers, just to reinforce what they have learned (using the optional worksheet).

Another follow-up activity would be to ask the students World Trivia questions. Example questions: Where is Big Ben? England. Where is the Grand Canyon? America. Where is the Eiffel Tower? Where are the pyramids? Where is Rio de Janeiro? Where is Pusan? Where is Matt? Students answer each question individually, by writing down the appropriate country name. Then you check the answers as a class. All the students stand up. If they get an answer wrong, they must sit down. The last students standing win.
Notes: To make things more of a challenging “hit or miss” type game, you could have no country names at the bottom of the sheet for the characters. Instead, let students choose which five countries they want any five characters to be in. It doesn’t matter if they choose the same characters as their partner. But you would have to teach the phrase, “I don’t know” as a response to any unanswerable questions.


If you want the game to be quicker, instead of having students draw the characters on the map, tell them to write the country name beside the character at the bottom of the sheet.
