Next \\\\\\\"I will marry _______\\\\\\\" (you can suggest celebrities or the English teacher, Principal, Godzilla etc) fold and pass...

Next \\\\\\\" I will have ______ children\\\\\\\". fold and pass...

Continue on with as many questions as you want...

Completion: Have the Ss write their name at the top of the page in the blank \\\\\\\"My Name is\\\\\\\". 

Then have them read their answers to the class...

The answers are very funny...
Suggestions: The only challenge with the game is stopping the Ss from reading the answers before the end of the game. It kills the fun.

Ohh and getting the paper folded so that the answers cant be folded is a bit of a pain... good luck and have fun!
