Summary: pair work, like a phonetics tree

Directions:

Make pairs.  One student gets worksheet A, one gets worksheet B.

Students mark a sentence path (3 connected sentences, one from each level) on the front page of their worksheet (from START to a NUMBER).

Student A reads the selected sentences one by one to student B.  B marks ○ for correct sentences and × for wrong sentences on the back of his/her sheet to make a path from START to a NUMBER.   Student B checks to see if s/he got the correct number after the 3rd sentence.  If correct, Student B gets a point for ROUND 1.

Students A and B switch roles.  Each pair plays 3 rounds.

After 3 rounds, students find a new partner, making sure to match up As with Bs and Bs with As.
