Sunshine 2 Program1-1 (p. 6 – 7)
Objective: Students should practice asking “Did you ~?” questions.
Example sentences: Did you see the picture?  Yes, I did./No, I didn’t.

Time: 25 – 30 minutes.

Materials: Worksheets and a stopwatch.

Summary: Students will think of “Did you~?” questions. Lunch groups will take turns asking the ALT “Did you ~?” questions. Groups will compete against each other to “score” as many “Yes” answers in as possible within a three minute time limit. In the second round, groups will compete to get “No” answers.
Procedure:

· Divide the class into lunch groups.

· Give each student the top half of the worksheet.

· Explain the objective of the game: lunch groups will compete against each other to “score” as many “Yes” answers in as possible within a three minute time limit. Groups will take turns asking the ALT “Did you ~?” questions, while someone else in the class keeps time with a stopwatch.

· Give students time to write at least five “Did you ~?” questions on their worksheet. Ask your JTE to model some questions that you are likely to say “Yes, I did.” to, e.g. Did you eat breakfast this morning? Did you go to sleep last night? Encourage students to write different questions than their team mates.
· Once students have written their questions, begin the first round of the game. Ask groups to make up team names for themselves and write the names on the board.
· Pick a group to start, and assign each group member a number. Give the stopwatch to a student from another group. When “Go!” is called, the number one member of the group asks you their question, then the number two, and so on. Every time you answer, “Yes, I did.” the group gets a point. Ask your JTE to keep score on the board.

· Students take turns asking you questions until three minutes is up. Move on to the next team and repeat the process. Te group with the most points at the end is the winner of round one.

· Round two is the same, but this time the students try to get “No” answers.

Notes: It’s important that students feel comfortable with the target grammar before they play this game, because they will need to write and speak on the spot. This activity should be built up to, and it is probably best used after a simple warm-up activity.
