Sunshine 2 Program1-3 (p. 10 – 11)
Objective:  Students will practice using was/were sentence structures.
Example sentences: Was Takeshi at school last Sunday?  Yes, he was./No, he wasn’t.
Time: 20 – 25 minutes.

Materials: Worksheets, question strips and envelopes.

Summary: Students will complete an a question/answer bingo game, using was/were sentence structures.
Procedure:

· Before class, cut up the questions into strips of paper, and put the questions in an envelope.

· Give each student a worksheet.

· Give students time to fill in their bingo grids with the places that are listed at the bottom of the worksheet.

· Choose a student to be the first caller. The caller takes a question from the envelope, and reads the question to the rest of the class, e.g. Were you at school yesterday? 
· If a student can truthfully answer, “Yes, I was.” then s/he can circle the at school box on their bingo grid. If a student wasn’t at school yesterday, he must cross out the at school box. The first student to get a bingo is the winner.
