Materials : 
Interview activity work sheets. *Contact Warren or Katie Lea for a copy of these worksheets.  (weather flash cards)

Procedure : 

1. This section of programme 3 introduces the idea of temperature. Start off by warming up the class and asking about “today’s weather”. What ever the response write it up on the board and add the temperature “It’s sunny and warm”. Encourage the students to guess what you are talking about, using hints such as “In winter its cold”.

2. Hand out activity sheets B and C (I like to print sheets B & C on different coloured paper).B contains info about today’s weather, and C about tomorrow’s. Demonstrate with JTE the Target sentence, and practice with four or five students to ensure that the class understand.

3. Have the students write out two sentences reporting on the weather.

4. Next, Interview! Explain to the class that students with (say) pink sheet B – Today’s weather, should ask students with (yellow) sheet C, about tomorrow’s weather, and vice versa.

5. Once the students have obtained the forecast using the target sentence, the next step is to write 3 sentences reporting the weather they have just asked about. Ask a few students to stand up read out what they have written.

Objective:

Weather flash card / work sheet, (on following page)

Procedure:


1. Warm-up .Start off by reviewing vocabulary already introduced for the weather (sunny, rainy, cloudy etc). Ask the students “how’s the weather today ?” Ask the JTE “how about tomorrow ? “
2. Introduce “How’s the Weather” interview game. Hand out work sheet. With your JTE demonstrate how the game works. The JTE chooses a city (see work sheet ) and writes it down on the board while the ALT has covered their eyes, only to rub it off when they try to peek (emphasise the fact that it’s a secret). The ALT must then ask a series of questions to determine which city the JTE chose.
3. Practice with a few students to make sure that the class understands the game.

4. Once the students have understood let the game begin. I get the students to first pair up with the person next to them. They then take it in turns to guess which city their friend is in (two minutes to find out). There is space at the bottom to write name and location. 

5. Next, a new partner which the students can choose. Same as above.

6. Lastly get the students to write a sentence about where their friends were. I also get a few students to read aloud.

Note: 

As the students are probably familiar with basic weather vocab this is a good warm up exercise for re-accessing those memory files. The sheet is left blank for the ALT to insert own weather images, or for the students to draw in the weather.
