Objective:
 to practice the S+V+ to-infinitive (adverbial use) form
Sentence:
I went there to see my family.

Text:

Sunshine 2 pp44

Materials:
Worksheet B for each student. One identity card for each student.
Summary:
Students fin a thief by asking each other for clues using the target grammar. 
Procedure:


This is a “detective game” where the students must find a thief (from among the characters on the worksheet) by interviewing other students for the missing information. First, the ALT sets up the activity by explaining that something has been stolen (no specific item). There are 8 suspects, all junior high school students.

Each student is given one worksheet (B) and one of 8 identity cards (C). The students must find the thief by asking the questions on the worksheet. Students answer the questions based on the information on their identity card, and take a memo in the spaces provided. When a student thinks she/he knows who the thief is, they should run to the ALT/JTE and get their name written on the board. 

Sample:

Student A: 
Who are you?

Student B:
I am Daichi.

Student A:
Did you go to California?

Student B: 
Yes, I went there to drink milk.

Student A:
Did you go to Canada?

Student B:
Yes, I went there to walk my dog.

Student A:
Did you go to Calcutta?

Student B:
No, I didn’t.

Student A:
Hint please.

Student B:
Ken is not a thief.

Note:
If you choose, slower students can be given an identity card (Keiji, Akira, or Ken) of a student who only went to one place. 
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
