Sunshine 2 program 7-3

This is Nobita. He looks happy.
Target grammar: “He / She looks ~”


eg. “Yuki got a letter from Andy.” “She looks happy”.
Activity Outline: Students draw a picture and then use it to practice using the phrase, “He / She looks ~”.

Time: About 15-20mins

Preparation: small pieces of blank paper (one for each student).

Activity

1. Students draw a picture of their favorite character showing an emotion, eg. a happy Doraemon, a sad Mickey Mouse, a tired Pooh Bear.:
2. Student A shows picture to student B and asks, “How does (Doraemon) look?”.

3. Student B guesses the answer, “He / She looks (happy)”.

4. If student B answers correctly, he/she signs student A’s paper.

5. All students move around the room asking lots of people.

6. At the end of the activity, the student who has the most signatures wins.

Tips

a) It helps if teachers drill a few different emotions (and teach the meanings) first, eg. happy, sad, excited, tired, sick, angry, sleepy.

b) JTE + ALT demonstrate the activity drawing their own (bad) pictures. This helps if some students have inhibitions about drawing.

c) Set a strict time limit of 5 minutes or less for students to draw pictures.

d) Have some back-up pictures. Then if some students don’t like drawing, they can still take part in the activity.

e) JTE + ALT signatures are worth 5 points each. This encourages students to speak with teachers as well as the friends they usually speak with.
