Give each student the sheet above. Drawing pictures in the boxes to remind the students of the activities is useful. Make sure you drill the vocabulary for the activities first. 

Students go around the room with their paper and a pen. They junken with any other student and the winner performs their charade of one of the activities on the list first (this is pretty arbitrary but there needs to be some structure). The other person has to say what they are doing ‘You are swimming!’ When they get the correct answer they sign the paper of the person who performed the charade in the box of the charade they just performed. Then they switch roles and repeat the process. 

Of course this is just charades but the appeal of the game is making it very fast. When you demonstrate it, be sure to do so with a lot of pace and energy and emphasize that you need both of you to perform your charades quickly, sign the sheet and move on to the next person. Anyone should be able to guess the gesture after about 2 seconds of performance anyway.

Make a big focus on the time limit (5-7minutes) and tell them the top score for the game (18 out of 20 is pretty amazing) and then let them know how the other classes have fared. Of course you need to go around the classroom to make sure they are using full sentences. If you want to expand the language you could of course have,

“What am I doing?” (charade)

“Are you skiing?”
“Yes, I am!”
But I feel it tends to slow down the proceedings. It’s very quick to demonstrate and the students all use the target language a lot in this game.
